Select medium size fruits and vegetables for exhibition.  All entries should be uniform in shape, size, color, free from diseases and blemishes and should be mature.  Items not meeting quality standards may be rejected by the superintendent. The number of specimens to be displayed should be listed for each category; if not specified, bring three specimens for display.

Fruits & vegetables will be received on Friday, October 6th, from 12 noon to 5:30 p.m. at Site I, Oglebay Park.   Judging will begin at 6:00 p.m. on Friday. Judging is closed to the public.  Items cannot be picked up until 5 p.m. on Sunday.
